Explanation. This measure was developed by the Department of Education in 2008 to serve as a proxy for how well Impact Aid payments make up for revenue lost due to the presence of federally connected students.  Districts spending more than 20 percent above or below the State average are likely being under- or over-compensated.  Targets were set using 2006 data as the baseline.
