Dear Chief State School Officer:

I am writing to give you an update on the Consolidated State Performance Report for State Formula Grant Programs under ESEA for school year 2001-2002. With the passage of the 

No Child Left Behind Act, the Department has been working to create a smooth transition from the reporting requirements of the Improving America's Schools Act and the new reporting requirements of No Child Left Behind. The Department's ultimate goal is to 

create a consolidated report that focuses on student achievement and that is consistent 

with the information States have and will be submitting as part of their Consolidated 

State Applications. 

As our review of the information to be contained in the 2001-2002 Consolidated State Performance Report is still ongoing, we have decided to defer the due date for most portions of this performance report until Spring 2003. In the interim, the Department will continue to revise the Consolidated Report and align it with No Child Left Behind and Consolidated State Application requirements. There are two exceptions to this deferral. States must provide the Department with tables C-5, C-6, and C-7 of the Consolidated State Performance Report for students receiving services under Title I, Part C, Migrant Education. The Department must receive this information by December 2, 2002, to make allocations in a timely manner. States must also provide the information requested in Section I for the Technology Literacy Challenge Fund through the web-based reporting system. 

I appreciate your patience as we finalize the reporting requirements for the 2001-2002 Consolidated State Performance Report and transition to the reporting requirements for
