Notice To Chief State School Officers
Re Consolidated State Performance Reporting for SY 2005-06

Attached is the Consolidated State Performance Report, Parts I and II for School Year 2005-2006. The due date for States to submit Part I of the report to the Department is midnight Eastern Time (ET) on December 1, 2006. The due date for Part II of the report is midnight Eastern Time (ET) on February 1, 2007. Both Part I and Part II should reflect data from the 2005 - 2006 school year unless otherwise noted.

This year States will again submit the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) online using the EDEN web site. The CSPR online submission tool will be available for States to input data into Part I on November 1, 2006, and Part II on January 2, 2007.  Your State’s CSPR Coordinator and EDEN Coordinator already have received a copy of the 2005-2006 CSPR along with beginning instructions for submitting your State’s CSPR. Detailed instructions for submitting the 2005-2006 CSPR can be found on the main CSPR page of the EDEN website (https://EDEN.ED.GOV/EDENPortal/). 

Last year, the CSPR online submission system proved highly successful and we look forward to continuing to improve the online system with the 2005-06 CSPR collection.  This year we have increased the pre-population of the CSPR with data from EDEN.  In addition, we are consolidating and coordinating reporting requirements for Title III Biennial Report and the Title X, Part C - Education for Homeless Children and Youths program data collection with the CSPR. Each State’s certified responses to Section 1.6 of the CSPR will be used to pre-populate several questions in the Title III Biennial Report.  By transporting the information provided in each State’s certified CSPR directly into the Title III Biennial Report online system, we hope to effectively use the CSPR to reduce the data-reporting burden for each State.  Therefore, the CSPR system will remain open solely for purposes of revisions and responses to Section 1.6 until midnight eastern time on December 31, 2006. We recommend that you encourage your State’s EDEN and CSPR coordinators to work closely together and with the Title III and Title X, Part C federal program officials in your State to ensure the quality and consistency of data and the timely submission of your State’s CSPR. 

Last but certainly not least, we want to acknowledge and thank you for your part in the successful launch of the online CSPR last year. All States have verified and certified CSPR for the 2004-2005 school year. We are now finalizing the Annual Report to Congress for 2003-2004 and 2004-2005. With your support, we look forward again this year to an expedited process for verification of 2005-2006 CSPR data. As mentioned above, CSPR Part I is due midnight Eastern Time (ET) on December 1, 2006. Part II is due midnight Eastern Time (ET) on February 1, 2007. As explained above, CSPR will be open to receive State submissions until December 31, 2006 for Part I and February 1, 2007 for Part II.  The CSPR online system will then close to allow ED officials to review each State’s data and work with each State to resolve any questions. Following this verification process the CSPR online tool will re-open for a two-week period within which each State may update and recertify the State’s final CSPR submission for 2005-2006.
