Differentiation Data Analysis

Throughout our Differentiated Accountability Model, the State of North Dakota has provided data analysis to support our proposed model of differentiation. Our data analysis includes information in the following areas:

· North Dakota’s 2007-2008 preliminary AYP data was recently released to schools and districts to review. Included with our Differentiated Accountability Model are a number of charts and appendices that were used in developing the state’s proposed method of differentiation. The charts highlight our current and past data and provide a picture of the categories and consequences for schools identified for program improvement.

· In Core Principle 8, North Dakota has outlined the rationale for the requested changes that are emphasized in our Differentiated Accountability Model.

· In Appendix H, North Dakota has provided the total number of schools that would be in each phase and category of improvement under the Differentiated Accountability Model. Furthermore, our proposal used current-year data as our preliminary 2007-2008 AYP data was recently released.

· In Appendix B, North Dakota has provided an analysis, using current-year data on the overall academic achievement of schools in each phase and category of improvement.

· At the time of submitting this Differentiated Accountability Model, our preliminary AYP was just released; therefore, we did not have access to the achievement data disaggregated by the student groups. However, upon request, we could provide this information to the peer reviewers.

· North Dakota has provided data showing the number of students eligible for and those participating in supplemental services for the 2006-2007 school year. Approval of our Differentiated Accountability Model would significantly increase the number of students participating in SES.

· North Dakota is submitting Appendix K, which outlines the number of students enrolled in tested grades in the state, disaggregated by student group and the number and percent of these students included in AYP calculations at the school and school district level.

· The total number of schools in North Dakota is 470. The state made AYP determinations for 470 schools for the 2007-2008 school year. Based on the 2007-2008 data, 300 schools met AYP and 170 schools did not make AYP.
