We have determined that Vermont’s application for Fiscal Year (FY) 2002 funds, under Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (Part C), can be approved.  Therefore, I am enclosing your State’s Part C grant award.

The approval is based upon our receipt of your assurances for FY 2002.  This includes the assurance from the Department of Human Services that the statewide system of early intervention services required by Part C and its implementing regulations is in effect.

Part III of the FY 2002 application for Part C funds requested updated information about each State’s restricted indirect cost rate.  Our records indicate that you have a cost allocation plan that has been approved by your cognizant agency and is effective until such time that substantial changes occur that would warrant a change.
