Question 1 - On page 60, some 2,460 hours are estimated for the Project Director


over the life of the five-year study, which amounts to about 25-30 percent time


a year (depending upon whether you estimate a work year as 1800 or 2000 hours).


However, on page 62 (last paragraph), it states "ED recommends that the Project 


Director spend a significant portion of his or her time on this study."  Moreover,


in the other related RFP's, the Project Director's time is typically estimated at


a minimum of 50 percent (ED-00-R-0026) or 75 percent (ED-00-R--0029).  Could you 


please clarify the estimated time for the Project Director on this study?
