	Indicator 12.  Transition from Part C to Part B.  

The conclusion of OSEP's October 24, 2005 letter responding to West Virginia’s FFY 2003 Part B APR, required the State to provide data and analysis documenting progress toward compliance with the early childhood transition requirements at 34 CFR §300.132, and provide a final report to OSEP, including data and analysis demonstrating compliance, no later than 30 days following one year from the date of the letter. 
	Baseline data:  83% of the children referred from Part C were Part B eligible; of the 83%, only 48% had IEPs developed and implemented by the child’s third birthday.

The State reported a 48% level of compliance for indicator 12 in the SPP, specifically the requirement at 34 CFR §300.132.
	The State submitted a plan for ensuring noncompliance in the SPP.

	The State must ensure that this noncompliance is corrected and include data in the APR, due February 1, 2007, that demonstrate compliance with this requirement.  The State should review and, if necessary revise, its improvement strategies included in the SPP to ensure they will enable the State to include data in the APR that demonstrate full compliance with this requirement.  Failure to demonstrate compliance at that time may affect OSEP’s determination of the State’s status under section 616(d) of the IDEA.
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
