However, the one percent threshold that was established in FFY 2004 may no longer represent the State average for suspensions and expulsions.  Therefore, the State may not be accurately identifying significant discrepancies among districts.  In its FFY 2008 APR, due February 1, 2010, the State must recalculate its threshold and determine the percent of districts identified as having a significant discrepancy in the rates of suspension and expulsion of children with disabilities for greater than ten days in a school year based on the revised threshold.  The State must also recalculate the threshold for each of the remaining years of the SPP based on annual data.

As noted in the revised Part B Indicator Measurement Table, in reporting on this indicator in the FFY 2008 APR, due February 1, 2010, the State must again describe the results of the State’s examination of data from FFY 2007 (2007-2008).
