OSEP was unable to determine whether there was progress, slippage or whether the State met its target because the State changed the source and methodology of data collected and reported as required in the revised Indicator Measurement Table. 
The State provided a narrative that describes what counts as dropping out for all youth and, if different, what counts as dropping out for youth with IEPs. 
The State reported the required dropout rate calculation and timeline established by the Department under the ESEA.  This means that the State submitted the most recent dropout data that the State reported to the Department as part of its CSPR.  In its APR submitted February 1, 2010, the State reported FFY 2008 data for this indicator.
