This means that the State submitted the most recent dropout data that the State reported to the Department as part of its CSPR.  In its APR submitted February 1, 2010, the State reported FFY 2007 data for this indicator.  

The State provided a narrative that describes what counts as dropping out for all youth and, if different, what counts as dropping out for youth with IEPs.

The State reported during OSEP’s Verification Visit to the State on September 28, 2009 that it did not have a process in place to ensure that noncompliance identified as the result of due process hearings is corrected.  Although the State reported in its FFY 2007 APR that it issued one due process complaint decision in FFY 2007, it is not clear whether the State included in its Indicator 15 Worksheet any findings that were the result of the one due process hearing.
