However, OSEP cannot determine whether the State’s data for this indicator are valid and reliable.  The State reported its definition of “significant discrepancy.”  The State appears to have used a comparison that is not consistent with the measurement, in that the State reported that it compared the rate of suspensions and expulsions of greater than ten days for children with disabilities to the rate for all students within each LEA, rather than the rate for children with disabilities compared to the rate for nondisabled children.  Therefore, OSEP cannot determine if there was progress or slippage, or if the State made its target.
