However, the data posted at the Web links provided by the State do not show that the State met the reporting requirements in 34 CFR §300.160(f), for the following reason:  the data do not provide the number of children with disabilities participating in regular assessments, and the number of those children who were provided accommodations (that did not result in an invalid score) in order to participate in those assessments at the State, district and/or school levels.
