On page 7-2 of the FFY 2005 SPP, the State reported an 81% level of compliance for Indicator 7, specifically the requirement at 34 CFR §§303.321(e)(2), 303.322(e)(1), and 303.342(a), that an evaluation and assessment and initial IFSP meeting is conducted within 45 days for all children referred to Part C.  

The State identified that 63% of the files reviewed had the assessments completed and IFSP written within 45 days, and for 18% of the files reviewed the delays were attributable to family circumstances.  

UDOH identified improvement activities to ensure compliance with this requirement.

While this level of compliance is below 100% and requires improvement activities to achieve full compliance, OSEP recognizes the effort made by the State in working toward compliance with these requirements.
