	The State’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator are 93.6%.  This represents progress from the FFY 2004 data of 92%.  The State did not meet its FFY 2005 target of 100%.  

In Indicator 9, the State reported that it did not make any findings related to Indicator 1 in FFY 2004.  
	OSEP’s February 27, 2006 SPP response letter required the State to include in the FFY 2005 APR data that demonstrate compliance with the requirements in 34 CFR §§303.340(c), 303.342(e), and 303.344(f)(1).  The data in the FFY 2005 APR show progress toward achieving compliance.
As required by OSEP’s February 27, 2006, SPP response letter, the State identified in its FFY 2005 APR several sources for its response to this indicator, including the State’s new infant-toddler data system, instead of family survey results.  

KDHE also stated in the FFY 2005 APR, as required by OSEP’s February 27, 2006 letter, that the State’s timely standard means Part C services must be provided within 30 days of parent consent.

In its FFY 2005 APR, the State indicated that it was unable to track reasons for delays but will add this to its data field in the Kansas Infant-Toddler database for reporting in February 2008.  If the State adds these data to its database and wishes to include them in the compliance calculation, the number of children for whom the timeline was not met due to documented exceptional family circumstances would be included in both the numerator and the denominator of the calculation for this indicator in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, and the State must provide the specific numbers for its calculation.

The State must review its improvement activities and revise them, if appropriate, to ensure they will enable the State to include data in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, that demonstrate compliance with the timely service provision requirements in 34 CFR §§303.340(c), 303.342(e) and 303.344(f)(1), including correction of noncompliance identified in FFY 2005.

	The State’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator are 98.2%.  This represents progress from FFY 2004 data of 96.9%.  The State met its FFY 2005 target of 95%.

It is important that the State also monitor to ensure that IFSP teams make individualized decisions regarding the settings in which infants and toddlers receive early intervention services, in accordance with Part C natural environment requirements.

	The State reported slippage in FFY 2005 and OSEP looks forward to the State’s data demonstrating improvement in performance in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008.

In Indicator 9, the State reported that it corrected 94 of 96 findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2004 within one year of identification, and that the remaining two findings were subsequently corrected.  
	OSEP’s February 27, 2006, SPP response letter required the State to ensure that the identified noncompliance was corrected and include in the FFY 2005 APR data that demonstrate compliance with the requirements of 34 CFR §§303.321(e)(2), 303.322(e)(1), and 303.342(a).  The data in the FFY 2005 APR show progress toward achieving compliance.
OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks forward to reviewing data in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, that demonstrate compliance with the requirements of 34 CFR §§303.321(e)(2), 303.322(e)(1), and 303.342(a), including the correction of noncompliance identified in FFY 2005.

	The State’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator are 91.3%, which represents the timely correction of 115 of 126 findings.  This represents slippage from the FFY 2004 data of 100%.  The State did not meet its FFY 2005 target of 100%.

The State reported that two findings regarding Indicator 7 that were not corrected within one year of identification were subsequently corrected.  

	OSEP’s February 27, 2006, SPP response letter required the State to include in the February 1, 2007 APR documentation that the State ensured the correction of identified noncompliance as soon as possible, but in no case later than one year from identification.  The State reported that noncompliance identified in FFY 2004 was partially corrected in a timely manner. 

The State reported that 10 of 13 findings of noncompliance for Indicator 5 and 3 of 6 findings of noncompliance for Indicator 6 were resolved within one year of identification.  The State also reported that two findings regarding Indicator 7 that were not corrected within one year of identification, were subsequently corrected.  

The State must implement and review its improvement activities and revise them, if appropriate, to ensure they will enable the State to include data in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, that demonstrate compliance with the requirements in IDEA section 616(a), 642, and 635(a)(10) and 34 CFR §303.501(b), including data on the correction of outstanding noncompliance identified in FFY 2004.
