The State was unable to collect or provide FFY 2005 data during FFY 2005 for Indicators 1, 7, 8A, 8C and 9.  Under Indicators 5 and 6, the State reported that it used updated child count information submitted by the State to Westat on November 1, 2006.  Therefore, the child count data tables originally submitted under IDEA section 618 were revised by the State after the due date.
