	The State’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator are 92.85%**.  This represents progress from the FFY 2004 reported data of 87.5%.  (The State made more findings of noncompliance and still increased the percentage corrected.) 

The State did not meet its target of 100%.  


	The State revised the improvement strategies for this indicator in its SPP and OSEP accepts those revisions.

On page 25, the APR appears to have conflicting data regarding timely correction.  For the 45-day timeline, the chart indicates that eight findings were made, two were corrected within one year, and six were in progress within the one-year timeline.  However, in the narrative the State reports: “104 of the remaining 112 findings (100%) were corrected in one year.  The remaining eight issues involve the ongoing 45-day timeline issues for six of the Regional Administrative Units (RAUs).  Significant progress has been achieved by all RAUs.”  From the narrative, it appears that there are eight findings of noncompliance that were not corrected within the one-year timeline. 

The State must review its improvement activities and revise the activities, if appropriate, to ensure they will enable the State to include data in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, that demonstrate compliance with the requirements in IDEA section 616(a), 642, and 635(a)(10) and 34 CFR §303.501(b), including data on the correction of outstanding noncompliance identified in FFY 2004.  The State reported correction data by topical areas, but it is not clear if “IFSP services” correlates specifically to Indicator 1, and the State aggregated the findings for “transition” rather than by Indicator 8A, B, and C.  In its response to Indicator 9 in the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008, the State must disaggregate by APR indicator the status of timely correction of the noncompliance findings identified by the State during FFY 2005. In addition, the State must, in responding to Indicators 1, 7, 8A, and 8C, specifically identify and address the noncompliance identified in this table under those indicators.  
**The State did not compute the data for the baseline or the actual target data but reported the raw data, which allowed OSEP to apply the measurement.  The State must provide the results of the computation for the actual target data for the FFY 2006 APR, due February 1, 2008.
