However, American Samoa is a unitary jurisdiction (where the lead agency is also the sole EIS program) and uses its compliance data (reported on all children) as its correction data under this indicator.  The findings were reported as the FFY 2005 data for Indicators 1, 7, 8A and 8C.  The correction was not analyzed by child, but rather American Samoa reported its 2006 compliance data and indicated improvement in two of these four areas (namely under Indicators 1 and 8C).  

For its uncorrected noncompliance, American Samoa reported that it will implement improvement strategies, train staff in areas of noncompliance and develop action plans to correct the noncompliance.
