For that finding of noncompliance, the State reported that it is requiring the development of corrective action plans, quarterly internal monitoring, and meetings with individual service coordinators.  

 
	The State reported that noncompliance identified in FFY 2005 with the timely transition conference requirements in 34 CFR §303.148(b)(2)(i) (as modified by IDEA section 637(a)(9)) was not corrected. 	The State’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 86%.  Guam reported that six of seven findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2005 were corrected in a timely manner.  For the uncorrected noncompliance, Guam reported that it required corrective action plans, quarterly internal monitoring, and meetings with individual service coordinators.  

The State did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 100%.

OSEP was unable to determine whether there was progress or slippage because although Guam’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator were 100%, OSEP concluded that prior noncompliance was only partially corrected in a timely manner during FFY 2005.
