	The District reported that it did not issue findings of noncompliance to any of its EIS providers based on the data reported in the FFY 2006 APR because it was not aware that such EIS providers are considered EIS programs and had incorrectly understood the requirements of this indicator.  The District reported that it did not provide data for this indicator in the FFY 2005 APR, the FFY 2006 APR, or the FFY 2007 APR due to these reasons.  Furthermore, in FFY 2007, OSSE was designated as the lead agency for Part C.

The timely correction requirements of this indicator are the subject of Special Conditions on the District of Columbia’s FFY 2008 Part C Grant.  These Special Conditions require the District to submit a progress report with the FFY 2007 APR, due February 2, 2009, and include:  

1. a list of the EIS programs and EIS providers used by DC OSSE to implement Part C requirements; 

2. a copy of  the contract, subgrant, or other subaward document between DC OSSE and each EIS program or EIS provider; 

3. a description and analysis of the Part C compliance data that each EIS program or EIS provider is required to submit to DC OSSE; 

4. a list of findings by EIS program or EIS provider and relevant Part C requirement; and

5. any other efforts by DC OSSE to ensure compliance from September 1, 2008 through December 31, 2008 (such as data review).

With its FFY 2007 APR, the District provided a list of the EIS providers used by DC OSSE to implement the Part C requirement.  The District also reported that OSSE has implemented a procurement system for securing early intervention services to replace the contracted service system previously used to secure early intervention services.  In Indicator 9 of its FFY 2007 APR, the District provided a description and analysis of its Part C compliance data, which are now collected and reported through its revised data system, the Management Information System (MIS).  The District reported that it will make findings and notify providers of those finding in the winter of 2009.  The District provided a description of the efforts implemented by DC OSSE to ensure compliance with Part C requirements, including a review of the MIS data.  
	The District has not provided these data, although required, for three years.  This raises concerns about the District’s compliance with the timely correction requirements in IDEA section 635(a)(10)(A) and 34 CFR §303.501.  In the FFY 2008 APR, due February 1, 2010, the District must provide the required correction data for Indicator 9.
