OSEP’s June 6, 2008 FFY 2006 SPP/APR response table required the State to demonstrate in the FFY 2007 APR, due February 2, 2009, that it corrected the two remaining findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2005 with the timely service provision requirements in 34 CFR §§303.340(c), 303.342(e) and 303.344(f)(1).  The State reported that the two findings of noncompliance from FFY 2005 relating to the timely service provision requirements in Part C have been corrected.  

The State reported that seven of nine findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2006 related to this indicator were corrected in a timely manner and that the remaining two findings subsequently were corrected by August 2008.

The State revised the improvement activities for this indicator and OSEP accepts those revisions.

The State indicated in the narrative for Indicator 3 that it had complete entry and exit outcome data for 1488 infants and toddlers who exited Part C after at least six months.  However, while the State included 1488 children in its calculation for “positive social-emotional skills,” the State included only 1369 children in its calculation for “acquisition and use of knowledge and skills,” and only 1387 for “use of appropriate behaviors to meet their needs.”  The State attributed this variance to incomplete or missing data in its data system and data entry error.  The State further reported that it has remedied this problem by utilizing a new mechanism for outcomes data collection and by conducting monthly monitoring of local programs.  
	The State reported the required progress data and improvement activities.  The State must provide baseline data, targets and improvement activities with the FFY 2008 APR, due February 1, 2010.
