The State’s February 1, 2010 Special Conditions progress report provided updated data for this indicator from July through December 2009 for the three EIS programs as required.  
	OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks forward to reviewing in the FFY 2009 APR, due February 1, 2011, the State’s data demonstrating that it is in compliance with the timely service provision requirements in 34 CFR §§303.340(c), 303.342(e), and 303.344(f)(1).  Because the State reported less than 100% compliance for FFY 2008, the State must report on the status of correction of noncompliance reflected in the data the State reported for this indicator. 
OSEP will review and respond, under separate cover, to the State’s Special Conditions after the State submits its final progress report, due on May 15, 2010.
The State must demonstrate, in the FFY 2009 APR that the one remaining uncorrected noncompliance finding identified in FFY 2007 was corrected; and that the one remaining uncorrected noncompliance finding identified in FFY 2004 was corrected.
