The State’s data reported under the FFY 2009 APR reflect that the State has timely identified and corrected findings of noncompliance and OSEP looks forward to reviewing the State’s data in the FFY 2010 APR. 

	OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks forward to reviewing in the FFY 2010 APR, due February 1, 2012, the State’s data demonstrating that the State timely corrected findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2009 in accordance with IDEA section 635(a)(10)(A), 34 CFR §303.501, and OSEP Memo 09-02.
