CNMI's May 6, 2011 response provided the required monitoring procedures and assurance confirming completion of the training.  OSEP’s analysis of these issues is reflected in the chart at the end of this response table.
	OSEP appreciates CNMI’s efforts in timely correcting findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2008.

	OSEP’s February 8, 2011 Verification Visit Letter required CNMI to resubmit its revised monitoring procedures for identifying noncompliance or issuing findings of noncompliance when data reviewed through its internal file reviews and external monitoring reflect noncompliance.  Specifically, OSEP’s Verification Visit Letter required CNMI to describe in its revised monitoring procedures how CNMI PSS documents the correction of noncompliance when CNMI corrects noncompliance immediately and chooses not to make a finding to ensure that CNMI is correcting noncompliance consistent with OSEP Memo 09-02.  In addition, OSEP’s Verification Letter required CNMI to include the results of its latest internal file review and external monitoring under relevant SPP/APR compliance indicators and Indicator 9 in the February 1, 2012 APR.
On May 6, 2011, CNMI submitted its revised monitoring procedures for requiring that a written finding is issued whenever noncompliance is identified through their internal file review and external monitoring procedures.  CNMI also included monitoring procedures that require the timely correction of all noncompliance identified, consistent with OSEP Memo 09-02. 
	No further action is required regarding revisions to CNMI’s monitoring procedures.
Further action required: CNMI must include the results of its latest internal file review and external monitoring under relevant SPP/APR compliance indicators and Indicator 9 in the FFY 2010 APR, due February 1, 2012.
