The State reported that 44 of 45 findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2009 (which included four monitoring findings for this indicator, 33 findings for related requirements, and eight dispute resolution findings) were corrected in a timely manner and that the remaining one finding subsequently was corrected by December 2011.  
	OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks forward to reviewing in the FFY 2011 APR, the State’s data demonstrating that it is in compliance with the 45-day timeline requirements in 34 CFR §§303.321(e)(2), 303.322(e)(1), and 303.342(a). 	OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks forward to reviewing in the FFY 2011 APR, the State’s data demonstrating that the State timely corrected findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2010 in accordance with IDEA section 635(a)(10)(A), 34 CFR §303.501, and OSEP Memo 09-02.  
The State must demonstrate, in the FFY 2011 APR, that the remaining four findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2009 that were not reported as corrected in the FFY 2010 APR were corrected.
