History of Father’s Day

Sonora Smart Dodd held a Father’s Day celebration on June 19, 1910 in Spokane, WA to honor her father, Civil War veteran William Jackson Smart. Mr. Smart was a single parent who had raised his six children in Spokane. . 
Having heard about Anna Jarvis' Mother's Day celebration, Mrs. Dodd told her pastor that fathers should have a similar holiday honoring them. A bill to accord national recognition of the holiday was introduced in Congress in 1913. In the hope of creating an official day to honor father, President Woodrow Wilson went to Spokane in 1916 to speak in a Father's Day celebration there. But it wasn’t until 1966 when President Lyndon B. Johnson issued the first presidential proclamation honoring fathers, that the third Sunday in June was finally designated as the official Father's Day. The day was made a permanent national holiday six years later when President Richard Nixon signed it into law in 1972.
