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States Receive Funds That May Be Applied to Enhance NRS








The Department’s Institute of Education Sciences (IES) has awarded grants to �HYPERLINK "http://nces.ed.gov/programs/slds/fy09arra_announcement.asp"�20 state education departments� for the design and implementation of statewide longitudinal data systems. The grants support states with the development and implementation of systems that promote linking data across time and databases, from early childhood to career. The National Reporting System for Adult Education (NRS) could be enhanced in such efforts. The new grants raise the number of states that IES has funded for data systems development to 41 plus the District of Columbia. A downloadable abstract of the work each state is planning to complete is provided along with each state’s original applications to the grant program, as redacted and published by the �HYPERLINK "http://www.ed.gov/policy/gen/leg/foia/iesroom.html"�U.S. Department of Education's Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) Office�.

“Education at a Glance affirms that the United States is headed in the right direction to meet President Obama’s goal of regaining the lead in college completion by the end of the decade. The United States moved from 12th in the world in 2007 in the percentage of young adults with a college degree to tied for ninth in the world in 2008. But we have a lot more work to do to get there. 


“Meeting the President’s goal is essential to maintaining our global competitiveness and ensuring our long-term prosperity. Education at a Glance documents that college-educated workers in OECD nations are more likely to be employed and earn significantly more than those whose education ends at high school. It also shows that America must significantly reduce dropout rates and increase college attainment to meet the President’s goal. Almost 40 percent of American postsecondary students fail to graduate--while many of our economic competitors have dropout rates of less than 25 percent. 


“Too many American students are not ready for college-level course work and are struggling to pay for college.
