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New DeLalio Elementary School Opened Aug. 27 at Marine Corps Air Station at New River

The Department of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA) Americas Region opened a brand-new, 21st-century elementary school at Marine Corps Air Station at New River, North Carolina, on Aug. 27. DeLalio Elementary School is 66,430 square feet and will accommodate up to 350 students from pre-Kindergarten through fifth grade. 
The school is named after Marine Lt. Col. Armond Hector DeLalio, who was awarded two Purple Hearts, a Presidential Unit Citation with Ribbon Bar, an American Defense Service Medal with Base Clasp and Star, an Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal, a World War II Victory Medal and a National Defense Service Medal.
Five DoDEA Europe Schools Selected as National PTA Schools of Excellence

The National Parent Teacher Association announced that five Department of Defense Education Activity Europe schools have been named as a 2018–20 National PTA School of Excellence. National PTA’s School of Excellence program supports and celebrates partnerships between PTAs and schools that work to improve the education experience and school environment for every child. The five schools are

· Grafenwoehr Elementary School (Grafenwoehr, Germany),
· Naples High School (Naples, Italy),
· Netzaberg Elementary School (Netzaberg, Germany),
· Robinson Barracks Elementary School (Stuttgart, Germany) and
· Vogelweh Elementary School (Kaiserslautern, Germany).
Through the National PTA School of Excellence program, PTAs partner with their schools to examine how families feel the school measures up to the research-based indicators of the National Standards for Family-School Partnerships. PTAs and schools then work together to address barriers and create new ways for families to support student success.
DEPARTMENT MESSAGES

Emergency Assistance to Institutions of Higher Education

On Aug. 28, Secretary DeVos announced more than $63 million in new federal assistance for 47 institutions of higher education under the Emergency Assistance to Institutions of Higher Education program.  The awards provide funding to institutions and their students in areas directly affected by hurricanes Harvey, Irma, or Maria or the 2017 California wildfires.  The funding allocations were determined using information provided by each institution regarding damage and recovery costs incurred by the disasters.  Allocations prioritized students who are homeless or at risk of homelessness due to displacement.  Congress appropriated $100 million for this program, and funds are available for obligation by the Department until 2022.

Temporary Emergency Impact Aid for Displaced Students Program

U.S. Secretary of Education Betsy DeVos announced this month a total of approximately $359.8 million in new federal assistance for 20 states and the U.S. Virgin Islands under the Temporary Emergency Impact Aid for Displaced Students Program (Emergency Impact Aid). The program assists with the cost of educating students displaced by hurricanes Harvey, Irma, or Maria or the 2017 California wildfires.  Under the Emergency Impact Aid program, the Department is authorized to award funds to eligible state educational agencies to enable them to make payments to eligible local educational agencies and Bureau of Indian Education-funded schools, serving both public and nonpublic displaced students, for the 2017–18 school year. 
Federal Commission on School Safety Recent Activities

On Aug. 23, Secretary of Homeland Security Kirstjen Nielsen and other representatives from the Federal Commission on School Safety (the Commission) traveled to Las Vegas for a field visit to the Miley Achievement Center, spotlighting how physical security measures in schools have proven successful in keeping students safe.  The representatives toured the school and met with local school and law enforcement officials to discuss ways of improving school building security (video).  Following the visit, Secretary Nielsen penned an op-ed affirming that school safety will remain a top priority of the Trump administration.  

Then, on Aug. 28, the Commission held its fourth and final listening session in Montgomery, Alabama.  The session was divided into three parts: two roundtable discussions and a public comment period (video).

On average, 115 Americans die every day from an opioid overdose. In 2016, over 11 million Americans misused prescription opioids, nearly 1 million used heroin, and 2.1 million had an opioid-use disorder due to prescription opioids or heroin. The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) has identified four dimensions of support for an individual in recovery: health, home, purpose and recovery.
