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The program provides short-term study and travel seminars abroad for U.S. educators in the social sciences and humanities for the purpose of improving their understanding and knowledge of the peoples and cultures of other countries. 

Support is generally made available through interagency agreements. 
The Department of Education transfers funds through the State Department to Fulbright commissions in various countries to pay the costs associated with administering seminars. This partnership allows the program to use the services and expertise of binational organizations to plan and conduct seminars for U.S. educators.
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Seminars Abroad Program Purpose

· Individual grants to support short-term overseas study and curriculum development in the fields of social sciences, social studies and the humanities
· Outcome: (1) curriculum development project; and (2) conducting outreach in their schools and communities upon return
· Funds seven to ten programs each year with 14 to 16 participants per program
· Each seminar is typically four to six weeks long, with the exception of special seminars (which are typically two weeks long)
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· What:  Participating in international seminars for professional and curriculum development 
· Who:  Educators, Administrators, Library/Curriculum Specialists – Education Leaders 
· When:  Summer – annual competitions; 18-month performance period, 4-6 weeks per seminar
· Where:  Abroad

Eligibility Requirements

· Citizen or permanent resident
· Hold a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university
· Elementary, secondary or postsecondary educator in the fields of social sciences, social studies and the humanities 
· Three years of experience by the departure date
· Must be employed in a full-time position
