Instructions for Submitting a Notice of Intent to Request an Extension:

A State that wishes to request a one-year extension of ESEA flexibility is strongly encouraged to notify the U.S. Department Education of its intent.  Providing this information will assist the Department in preparing for the review and will expedite the review process.  
Attached is an optional template for a State to use in submitting a notice of intent to request an extension.  The template asks a State to indicate if it intends to submit one or more amendments to its currently approved request.  Please check the boxes that most accurately reflect the amendments you anticipate submitting.

As a reminder, when a State ultimately submits its extension request, technical changes need be included only in the redlined request, while substantive changes must be included in both the redlined request and on the completed amendment request template.  If a State has questions about whether a proposed change is technical or substantive, it should consult with its ESEA flexibility State contact in the Office of Elementary and Secondary Education or send an email to eseaflexibility@ed.gov.
The submission or non-submission of the optional intent to request does not have a bearing on the decision of ED to extend ESEA flexibility, nor does it imply a definitive commitment for a State to request an ESEA flexibility extension. Finally, a State that submits a notice of intent is not bound to then submit a request for an extension.
To submit a notice of intent to request an extension, a State should send an email that includes the information on the template to your ESEA flexibility State contact or eseaflexibility@ed.gov by February 19, 2014.
