Develop and Adopt Guidelines for Local Teacher and Principal Evaluation and Support Systems (3.A)
Revision: New Jersey amended its request to include a review process for anyone where the Student Growth Objective Measure or Administrative Goal measure of Jew Jersey’s teacher and principal evaluation and support systems was the sole cause of an “ineffective” or “partially effective” summative rating of a teacher or principal for the 2013−2014 school year.  New Jersey will decrease the weighting of the Student Growth Percentiles measure and increase the weighting of the Student Growth Objectives measure in the first year of PARCC implementation (school year 2014−2015).
