Approved Amendments to Oklahoma’s ESEA Flexibility Request

The following is a summary of the approved amendments to Oklahoma’s ESEA flexibility request. Please refer to ED’s website (www.ed.gov/esea/flexibility) for Oklahoma’s complete ESEA flexibility request.

Adopt College- and Career-Ready Standards (Principle 1.A)

Revision: Oklahoma amended its request to select Principle 1.A, Option B, indicating that it has adopted college- and career-ready standards in at least reading/language arts and mathematics that have been approved and certified by a State network of institutions, consistent with part (2) of the definition of college- and career-ready standards.  Consistent with Principle 1.A, Option B, Oklahoma submitted the requisite evidence and attachments.

Transition to College- and Career-Ready Standards (Principle 1.B)

Revision: Oklahoma amended its request to incorporate its transition activities from implementing standards that are common to a significant number of States to implementing the Priority Academic Student Skills (PASS) standards.

State-Developed Differentiated Recognition, Accountability, and Support (Principle 2.A)

Revision: Oklahoma amended its request to include the revisions to its A-F school grading system prescribed by 70 O.S. § 1210.545.  These revisions modify the percentages at which the components of Oklahoma’s A-F school grading system are included in a school’s A-F grade.
