Policies that ADE Utilized for the Three-Question Home Language Survey

B. Identification of students to be assessed.

1. The primary or home language of all students shall be identified by the students’ parent or legal
guardian on the enrollment form and on the home language survey. These documents shall
inform parents that the responses to these questions will determine whether their student will
be assessed for English language proficiency.

2. Astudent shall be considered as a PHLOTE student if the home language survey or enrollment
form indicates that one or more of the following are true:

a. The primary language used in the home is a language other than English, regardless of
the language spoken by the student.

b. The language most often spoken by the student is a language other than English.

c. The student’s first acquired language is a language other than English.
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
