All district
buildings are accessible to the physically handicapped and students requiring special education
and English as a second language (ESL) services are provided appropriate services.

The Magnet School Assistance Program 1s specifically designed to meet the educational
needs of the district’s kindergarten — 5" grade students and to reduce minority group isolation
within the district. As this program 1s implemented in an elementary school and 1s specitically
designed to meet the needs of elementary students with age-appropriate services, the recipients
of direct services are limited to that population. However, as family i1ssues are 1dentitied to
impact the student’s mental health, reterrals ot parents, siblings and other family members will
be reterred for appropriate services, regardless of age, to ameliorate their situation and their
impact on the tamily unit.

Wichita Public Schools serves a very diverse population of over 50,000 students. As over 70
languages are spoken 1n students’ homes, the district has developed means of addressing
language and linguistic challenges. These include interpretation services provided either by
district statt or through contracted services. WPS has a Braille Translation service to assure that
students with vision impairment will not be excluded from education and support services. As
the MSAP project will work with tamilies, these resources will be employed as needed to assure
equal access to the program and 1ts services.

As the program 1s designed to meet student needs, the teacher and school statf will be
intimately aware ot all ot their students” special needs and will draw on resources to overcome
any identified barrier. The team approach (utilizing the schools’ Family — Child Support Teams)
will not only assure that all staft 1s involved to provide input, the family 1s also included as a
member of that team. This team of committed adults will be knowledgeable of all of their
students’ unique needs and situations.

As the program i1s designed to address the diverse needs ot the broad population ot students,
protessional development will be provided to assure that cultural ditferences unfamiliar to a
teacher are not used as reasons for reterral. Building on the district-wide Cultural Proficiency
initiative with additional training, teachers will be well trained on gender, ethnic, and racial and
soc10-economic (culture of poverty) ditferences and protect against erroneous referrals.
However, the team will provide checks and balances to assure that reterrals and provision ot
services are appropriate and, further, that children in need are not excluded from referral because
problem behaviors are assumed to be attributable to cultural ditferences.
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SUPPLEMENTAL INFORMATION
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Project Abstract

Wichita Public Schools (WPS) will implement Project DREAM (DiscoveRy Engineering and
Acrospace Magnet) as a significant revision of its current educational program at Mueller
Elementary School Aerospace and Engineering Discovery Magnet. WPS 1s the largest, most
urban and most diverse school district in Kansas and is a Title 1 district on improvement due to
not meeting AYP goals in reading and math, WPS will establish the magnet program to increase
levels ot student achievement and to reduce the 1solation of minority groups in the school.

Project DREAM 1is designed as a science, technology, engineering, and math (STEM)
program within which students will learn core subjects through constructivist methodologies
under the aerospace and engineering theme. Designed to be eftectively implemented in grade
appropriate ways to all students, the project will educate up to 750 K — 5 students each year.

The project will weave together proven, evidence based curricula; etfective methods ot
instruction; integration ot technology into learning activities; support services; effective
partnerships with tamilies; supportive partnerships with businesses, industry, museums, and
higher education into a comprehensive 21 century education program.

Extensive protessional development will train teachers to prepare students tor success 1n
education and for work in the 21* century by being effective facilitators of student learning.

An independent program evaluator will continually assess the program’s progress toward
attaining the stated goals of: 1) Increasing measures of student achievement in all subject areas,
2) Developing students’ competency with 21% century skills, 3) Developing students’ higher-
order thinking and problem solving skills, 4) Developing students’ functional interpersonal and
study/work habits, 5) Developing teachers’ skills as 21* century educators, and 6) Reducing

minority group isolation and increasing students’ exposure to a diversity of cultures.
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Overview and background of Wichita and Wichita Public Schools (WPS)

Kansas has long had the reputation of being a conservative state with a strong mid-western
culture and a homogeneous population that 1s unattected by the milieu of problems impacting
major cities. However, in spite of the reputation of a care-free Land of Oz, Wichita 1s a city
facing the same problems as other urban centers. With a population ot over 600,000 residents,
Wichita has the largest and most diverse population in Kansas and has not always been a
champion of inclusion. The city resisted desegregation of schools until a court order mandated
steps to be taken to integrate schools. Neighborhoods are often single race and White tlight and
the reluctance of White and attluent tamilies to have their children attend a school 1n the “wrong
part of town” are continuing trends and prejudices that contribute to minority group isolation in
many of the city’s schools.

Wichita has many positive attributes and continues to be recognized as a very livable city.
Most recently, 1t was ranked as number six on Forbes’ listing ot “*Best Bang-for-the-Buck Cities™
due to 1ts cost of living, housing market, employment, and short commuting time. Priding itselt
on being known as the “Air Capital of the World,” Wichita 1s home to many major aircratft
companies including Boeing, Cessna/Textron, Spirit, Beechcraft, and Bombardier and, while the
city has a broad economic base, it relies heavily on aircratt manutacturing. Consequently, the
fortunes ot the city are subject to the wax and wane of that industry.

While the community has supported the school system by passing two consecutive bond

1ssues for building new schools to accommodate growth and for repairing declining buildings,

there are many unmet needs including in the area of innovative educational programs. However,

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the community’s conservatism lends to a continuation of traditional education rather than
embracing necessary modernization, including a tull acceptance ot magnet schools. For a
multitude of reasons, measures of student pertormance tor the district continue to be significantly
below the state and national averages 1n all areas and, if the district 1s going to be able to meet its
mandate to provide a quality education to all children, there is a pronounced need to develop and
promote magnet schools as a large part of the necessary solutions.

Currently Wichita Public Schools (WPS) has 56 elementary schools, 16 middle schools, 2 K-8
schools, 11 comprehensive high schools, and 4 alternative secondary schools including 26
magnet schools (19 elementary, 6 middle, and 1 high school). The magnet school programs and
traditional schools have provided a variety of choice tor parents and students of the district but to
date, most magnet themes have been developed from a “grassroots™ perspective trom the passion
of the school community and building leadership, and have received limited resources and
support trom district level administration. In addition, the pressure to concentrate on assessment
scores 1n core subjects 1n order to meet AYP goals has led almost all magnet schools to largely
abandon their themes and “‘teach to the test.”

While Wichita’s magnet programs have historically otfered a wide variety ot choice to
students, many of these magnets exist in name only with no apparent evidence of their themes.
After intensive research and with a thorough understanding of the need to restructure the
district’s magnet programs, WPS revised the Magnet Schools policy 1217 to: a) address the need
to 1ncrease opportunities for school choice, b) develop innovative educational methods and
practices to support implementation ot the district curriculum and magnet theme, ¢) reduce or
prevent minority group 1solation by recruiting students from diverse backgrounds, and d)

develop and implement courses of instruction within magnet schools that will substantially

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strengthen the knowledge ot academic subjects and the attainment of tangible and marketable
2 1st century skills.

Due to the Mueller Aerospace and Engineering Discovery Magnet’s state of readiness to
revise 1ts current magnet program, its supportive parents and community, and its visionary
leadership, planning efforts have tocused on developing this elementary school as a
demonstration site to begin the process of restructuring the district’s magnet programs. In 2008,
Mueller elementary school went through a transtormation to become Mueller Aerospace and
Engineering Discovery Magnet. Extensive planning including Site Council involvement, family
participation, and community input augmented school statf in planning for this change. In the
implementation year of that magnet program, the opportunity arose for further revision through
the Magnet School Assistance Program grant. In the meantime, during WPS’s work on
redistricting tor new schools and city-wide demographic changes, the necessity to tocus on
preventing re-segregation and minority group 1solation after the discontinuation of busing
became increasingly evident. As the MSAP grant program addresses both areas of concern,
Mueller’s planning team joined district planning etforts to significantly revise the magnet
program to address both school and district goals.

Under the direction of the Superintendent, the expanded Magnet School Planning Team
includes: Assistant Superintendent ot Middle Schools and Magnet Programs, the Assistant
Superintendant of Elementary Schools, the Director of Equity and Accountability (who
incorporates the planning and input ot the Boundary Committee and the Committee ot the Whole
— a multi-cultural community advisory council that has been very active in planning), and the
Mueller planning team which includes the aforementioned family and community input. The

result of the committee’s extensive review and planning etforts 1s the significant revision ot

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Mueller’s educational program into Project DREAM (DiscoveRy Engineering and Aerospace
Magnet) described tor tunding in this application.

Mueller 1s an elementary school with an enrollment of approximately 550 students but with
the capacity to expand to 750. It 1s located 1n the inner most part of the city in a neighborhood
that 1s predominantly African American. Its current status as a neighborhood magnet has created
an 1solation of that population in the school when of busing tor desegregation was discontinued.
Achieving the desired reduction of minority group isolation 1s largely dependent upon having an
educational program that will draw students from across the city to Mueller. Establishing a high
quality magnet school with a theme that 1s relevant to the community and important to parents 1S
a major part of that solution. However, simply changing the name ot the school and
implementing superficial changes i1s not deemed adequate. The important needs that must be
addressed 1n order to achieve desired results are the development of a quality education program
and the preparation ot a teaching statf that 1s able to relate effectively to racial, ethnic, and socio-

€CONOMIC minority groups.

Priority 1(a) The cost of fully implementing the magnet school project as proposed.

The total cost to implement the program is estimated to be $2,134,658 over three years. The
projections in Table 1 delineate the funds necessary to successtully implement the project and
transtorm Mueller Elementary School into a successtul, high-pertorming magnet school.
Explained 1n detail in Section (¢)(2) Quality of Project Design, and in the Budget Narrative,
these projected costs are deemed necessary by the Project Planning Team to be essential tor the

successtul implementation of a comprehensive program.

Priority 1 (b) The resources available to the applicant to carry out the project if funds

under the program are not provided.

Without MSAP funding, the project cannot be implemented. Minimal tfunding may be
available to make minor upgrades 1n technology, but the implementation of an etfective magnet
program to address the important school and district needs will not be possible. Current funding
sources of state aid per student, which might ordinarily be used, continue to be reduced and
cannot support new 1nitiatives at this time. The only option for Mueller to find funds tor Project
DREAM would be to seek private tunds from local businesses and to seek grant funding for

specific portions ot the project.

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However, retlecting the importance that the district 1s placing on building its magnet school

program, 1t remains committed to Mueller’s Engineering and Aerospace Discovery Magnet and

will commit resources the extent that tunding will allow. Resources include:

Facility — The current school building will be maintained with only minor modifications

to accommodate the change in program focus.

Curriculum development — Curricula will continue to be updated tor all classes and
courses at Project DREAM as resources allow. Program specific curricula will be
developed by teachers at Project DREAM. However, without the leadership and support
of a Project Director and without the ability to provide stipends tor work done, thematic

lessons will be developed much more slowly.

Professional development — The currently planned protessional development activities
are no longer teasible due to a shortage of funding for resources and a district imposed
restriction on all non-grant funded travel. The extensive professional development
necessary to implement the changes required to teach competently within Project

DREAM will be limited to enhancement of PLCs and staff-led in-services.

Technology enhancement — Funding for replacement and enhancement of technology i1s
severely limited and it 1s not possible to purchase, install, and train statt on the
integration of planned technology increases. With the assistance of the district’s
Instructional Technology Department, teachers will increase their competence with
currently available technology but the technology necessary to create a 21* century
learning environment and to establish the reputation of Project DREAM as a special

program that will attract a broad and diverse student population, will not be possible.

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e Marketing and advertising — Current information tor the district’s Choices Fair will be
updated to retlect the programmatic changes. Project DREAM will also continue to take
advantage of 1ts relationship with local media to promote its program. However, the

marketing initiative necessary to increase program visibility and recruitment will not be

possible without assistance.

Priority 1 (¢) The extent to which the costs of the project exceeds the applicant’s resources.

The cost of implementing the project greatly exceeds the district’s resources. The slowness ot
the economic recovery 1n Wichita and its dramatic impact on the school district severely
jeopardizes the ability to maintain current programs let alone to fund the significant revisions
required to fully develop the proposed project.

WPS 1s experiencing a crisis in funding that 1s anticipated to continue into the foreseeable
future. General fund base state aid for 2008-09 was decreased mid year by $33 per student from
$4,433 to $4,400 causing a $2 million decrease in regular state aid. For 2009-10, the state
reduced the funding level by an additional $182 to $4,012 per student resulting in a further loss
of $12 million. Kansas State Department of Education (KSDE) has advised the district’s
Budgeting Department that further reduction in per student reimbursement to $3,726,
necessitating an additional $25 million cut to the budget. Thus, the district will have experienced
a loss of $707 per student in the last two years alone.

In addition, Kansas State Department of Education reduced Special Education reimbursement
by $6 million, and with legislative changes in 2009-10, the district did not receive any
catastrophic aid tor those Special Education students requiring education/care exceeding

$25,000. The Special Education budget was severely affected by the change in federal law in
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2007 which caused a $4 million annual reduction in Medicaid funding. As a result of the federal
mandate to provide Special Education, and the significant reductions to Special Education
funding at both the State and Federal levels, the district’s general tund budget has had to
subsidize the Special Education program to the amount of $30 million — money which was
removed tfrom support tor regular education, including magnet schools. The only bright spot,
which could be seen as a mixed blessing, in the district’s future 1S an increasing enrollment
which has hit a new high not seen 1n decades; a possible tiscal positive, yet a programmatic
deficit. The programmatic deficit was surely telt in 2009-10 due to the above noted budgetary
reductions as, among many other cuts, 62 positions were eliminated, the most notable were 19
clementary teachers and 3 elementary librarians — a fairly large blow to the elementary regular &

magnet programs.

Priority 1(d) The difficulty of carrying out the approved plan and project.

As Project DREAM 1s a significant revision ot a recently implemented magnet school

program, the actions necessary to assure its successtul implementation and continuation atter the

end of tunding are complex and difficult. Much ot the research and literature on turning around

low performing schools applies to the task of implementing Project DREAM at Mueller, and that

research has been drawn upon to develop the proposed implementation plan. It 1s recognized by
all experts in the field that this 1s a difficult process, at best. The project will be established by

project staff with the support ot the superintendant, district leadership, and the Implementation

Team who will all work together to overcome ditticulties as they arise. It will be implemented in

all of its aspects at a pace that will at once, allow teachers to learn and develop competence with

an array of new skills, and to create an environment of vitality that moves the school toward
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accomplishment of project goals ot increasing student achievement and decreasing minority
group 1solation.

As the development of a competent staff 1s crucial, statt development 1s a key to success. The
provision of extensive protessional development and follow along support to teachers as they
become responsible to make tundamental changes in how they approach teaching 1s a primary
project activity. Change 1s always difficult to achieve, and the extent of change required from
staff 1n the implementation of Project DREAM may be daunting to many, and statt turnover 1s
anticipated. Areas requiring teachers to change include:

1) Learning constructivist pedagogy as the primary instructional methodology — this
includes developing curricula and lesson plans and, more importantly, changing how
teachers interact with students.

2) Learning to teach core content through the theme ot acrospace and engineering — this
includes finding and moditying curricula and lessons and for creatively developing
project based learning and cross curricular learning activities.

3) Developing skills with technology — both to use as a tool tor instruction and as a major
component of classroom instruction as well as teaching students on how to use
technology 1n differing applications.

4) Integrating technology into instruction in meaningtul ways including the creation of a
true 21* century learning environment in which students can acquire 21* century skills.

>) Utilizing support services to identity students’ barriers to learning and to develop
diftferentiated instruction to meet the needs of all students.

6) Engaging families 1in a tamily-school partnership for the education of students.
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In addition, the development of a technology rich, 21* century learning environment on both
the building and classroom level also presents different levels ot difticulty. Anticipated
challenges include:

1) Modifications to the building and grounds to reflect the acrospace and engineering
theme.

2) Purchase and installation of technology 1n classrooms.

3) Creation of special learning environments for exploration and learning.

As Mueller has a history ot low pertormance and has become a school that 1s majority
minority, Project DREAM must overcome several barriers to being accepted as a premier
educational program that will draw students trom around the community. This ditficult task will
be addressed by assuring increases 1n student achievement that will change the current image and
reputation. Advertising ot the project and of students’ achievements through an aggressive
marketing plan will be directed toward addressing this ditticulty.

The development of a staft that 1s culturally proficient and able to work etfectively with
students of all races, cultures, and ethnicities 1s also a major component ot the solution to this
challenge. Currently there 1s no diversity among statt. As demonstrated by Figure 1, almost all
teachers at Mueller are Caucasian. In addition, statf 1s predominantly female and middle class
who, although they are dedicated and competent teachers in “traditional classrooms,” simply do
not have the personal experience or skill set to effectively teach a student body that 1s culturally
and soclo-economically ditterent. Consequently, achievement scores continue to drop and
students’ behavior problems have become a major 1ssue at the school.
