The cluster areas, on the Table, contain a question and in some cases supporting probe(s).  The probes are only some of many that States may use while completing ongoing self-assessing and improvement planning.  States must provide data to address performance and compliance, at a minimum, for each cluster question and any probes.  States should consider data from many sources in order to adequately address each cluster question and probes.  For each cluster, States should expand and/or modify the Table according to the goal and indicators the State has established.  The information requested in the six cells should address the State goal and indicators as a whole.

Specific instructions for completing the Table are as follows:

Step I:  Provide the goal the State has established for the performance of eligible infants and toddlers and their families in the State in the cell labeled State Goal.  (Goal: Statement of the condition we want for children with disabilities that can be measured.)

Step V:  Identify the progress made in meeting targets over time in the cell labeled Explanation of Progress or Slippage.   Describe any slippage, i.e., lack of progress or regression, that has occurred and how the State plans to address slippage through adjustments or improvements made in State programs, policies, or practices.  If the State needs to explain the performance and/or compliance data, the explanation should be provided in this cell on this table.  (i.e., how the data was calculated, what measures were used.)

Step VI:  Provide for the next reporting period, July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005, information on revised targets, projected activities to achieve the targets/results, timelines, and resources in the cells labeled Projected Targets, Future Activities to Achieve Projected Targets/Results, and Projected Timelines and Resources, found below the broken line on the Table.  If the Baseline/Trend Data show that the Cluster Areas is at acceptable levels for performance and compliance States should provide strategies used to maintain these acceptable levels.
