Transmittal of Report:  "Characteristics of Per​sons Reha​bil​i​tated and Reasons for Case Closures in Fiscal Year 1988"




The accompanying report presents the person​al and pro​gram-related character​istics of per​sons reha​bilitat​ed by the State-Federal Pro​gram for Voca​tional Rehabilita​tion (VR) bien​nially from Fiscal Year 1984 through Fiscal Year 1988.  Also included in this report are the reasons for non-accep​tance and non-reha​bilitation closures during the same peri​od.




There have been several changes in the type of individ​u​als served by State VR agencies from 1984 to 1988.  Declining proportions were report​ed for: 1) cli​ents who were under 25 years old when they applied for services; 2) females; 3) Blacks; 4) individu​als pri​mar​ily supported by fami​ly and friends; 5) per​sons with orthopedic impair​ments and mental illnesses as major disabling condi​tions; and 6) clients whose disabilities were too severe for them to be accepted for or suc​cess​fully complete the VR pro​gram.  In​creases occurred in the percentages of: 1) His​panics; 2) persons who have completed at least high school; 3) cli​ents primarily supported by public assis​tance; 4) indi​viduals with hearing impairments, mental re​tarda​tion, drug abuse and specific learning dis​abili​ties as major disabling condi​tions; 5) reha​bili​tants who were provided with on-the-job train​ing; and 6) clients em​ployed by and placed into the competi​tive labor market at appli​cation and clo​sure.




As expected, the average cost of provid​ing servi​ces to clients rehabilitated increased from Fiscal Year 1984 to Fiscal Year 1988.  The mean cost for all persons reha​bili​tated rose by 30 percent, and the average cost for those served with cost to the State agen​cy in​creased by 25.5 percent during this period.  Gains were also noted in the average amount of week​ly e​arn​ings re​ceived by reh​abili​tants at closure.  Mean weekly earn​ings at closure in​creased by 14.6 per​cent and 17.6 percent for clients with earn​ings and all clients rehabil​i​tated, respective​ly.




Several statistical charts which diagram selected character​istics have been added to the report this year.  The source for the data presented here is the RSA-911, Case Service Report System.
