The Department is currently operating under a 




Continuing Resolution (P.L.104-31) through November




13, 1995.  During this period, funds are made 




available based on the funding levels approved under 




the Continuing Resolution.




Under the Basic Support Program, State Vocational 




Rehabilitation agencies will receive a total of 




$251,641,800, which is 12 percent of the total annual 




amount established under the Continuing Resolution.  




The annual funding amount under the Continuing 




Resolution for the Basic Support Program is 




$2,097,015,000, which is the mandatory funding level 




provided under Section 100 of the Rehabilitation Act 




minus the Indian set-aside.  The mandatory funding 




level is based on the FY 1995 appropriation plus the 




Consumer Price Index For All Urban Consumers (CPIU) 




increase of 2.6 percent.
