$188,731,350, which is 9 percent of the annual funding 




amount established under the second Continuing 




Resolution.




The annual funding amount under this Continuing 




Resolution for the Basic Support Program is 




$2,097,015,000, which is the mandatory funding level 




provided under Section 100 of the Rehabilitation Act 




minus the American Indians (Section 130) program set-




aside.  The mandatory funding level is based on the FY 




1995 appropriation plus the Consumer Price Index For




All Urban Consumers (CPIU) increase of 2.6 percent.
