Lower Kuskokwim School District is located in southwestern Alaska has an enrollment of 184 students.  Anna Tobeluk Memorial School does not have an automatic fire protection system or a reliable fire alarm system.  The facility was constructed without a fire sprinkler system and is without any form of fire suppression other than hand held fire extinguishers.  The loss of the school would potentially set back the education schedule of the village for months, since there is no alternative building to house the school in the village.  The project will install a new, code compliant, Class B fire alarm system.  The system will include a new fire alarm control panel, remote communication for off-site responders, detection devices, manual pull stations, and notification devices, as well as combination rate-of-rise heat detectors in all corridors, classrooms, offices, storage rooms and all other areas where required by NFPA 72.

Lower Yukon School District is located in southwestern Alaska, and a majority of its students reside on Indian lands.  In 2005, Hooper Bay School was destroyed in a fire, and was subsequently rebuilt using accelerated construction methods.  The building envelope for this school, comprised of vinyl siding and composite shingles on the roof, is unable to withstand the hurricane-force winds and driven snow of Alaska winters.  Siding has blown off, exposing the vapor barrier beneath, and the roof is now leaking in multiple places.  The exposure to moisture increased the potential for mold growth and dry rot.  Grant funds will cover the school with sturdier metal siding and add a new, clip-rib metal roof with snow stops.

Thomas Unified School District serves the San Carlos Reservation in Arizona.  The district requested grant funds to finish a new, energy-efficient elementary school located within the boundaries of the reservation.  The school was started with the help of two prior Impact Aid construction grants.  The existing elementary school facility was built in 1963 and has outdated infrastructure, mechanical equipment, and electrical wiring.  The fire alarm is not compliant with local codes.  Bat infestation is a problem due to cracks in the exterior of the building and 80% of the roof requires replacement.  The requested funds will double the amount of classrooms to accommodate grades 4 and 5, add a library and media center, and finish the kitchen interior at the new elementary school campus.

All Tribes serves over 100 students, the majority of whom reside on six local Indian reservations.  The campus is comprised of 13 portable buildings long past their useful life.  The floors of the office and cafeteria have several holes.  The roof leaks every time it rains and as a result, several classrooms have mold.  The steps to enter the building are not compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Finally, there is an electrical problem.  The project will replace the subfloor in both the office and the cafeteria, replace the roof, install a new electrical system, and ensure the front entrance is accessible to those with disabilities.

Box Elder Elementary School District #13 has an enrollment of 264 students, 98 percent of whom reside on the Rocky Boy Reservation in Montana.  Both students and staff are affected by a leaky roof on the building.  The leaky roof has caused physical damage to the building, including mold in the carpets.  The mold causes the school to experience a marked increase in absences due to respiratory illnesses.  The project will resolve the problem by installing a new roof.

Browning High School District #9 has an enrollment of 516 students, the majority of whom reside on the Blackfeet Reservation.  Browning High School sits on the top of a hill at the base of the Rocky Mountain Front.    There are frequent high wind and gusts of winds averaging 15 – 25 miles per hour.  The main entrance which faces the southwest in the direction of the prevailing winds makes it extremely difficult for students, people with disabilities and the public to enter the building.  The project will remedy the situation by constructing a vestibule/hallway that will extend along the west side of the school.  This will allow the new fire exit doors to face east.  The hallway will also move the doors 115 feet closer to the parking lot, reducing the distance people need to walk to get to a protected area.

Lame Deer’s original building was constructed in 1955 and has since had three additions added to it.  The age and poor quality of the original building are significant factors for emergency funding.  Facility systems impacted in the building are the electrical, ventilation, heating and cooling, roofing, and insulation systems.  The electrical system is of greatest concern.  The electrical system is inadequate, over-loaded, and difficult to bring up to code.  In addition, the building does not accommodate today’s instructional technology.  The students and staff have been impacted by the poor electrical system.  There have been recent fires.  The design for emergency evacuation is poorly designed.  There have been reported diagnoses of respiratory illnesses and other related illnesses noted in attendance data.  To address the problem, the project will build a new elementary school.

Rocky Boy Elementary School is located on the Rocky Boy Reservation in Box Elder, Montana.  The boiler system at the elementary school building was installed in 1975 and is too small to accommodate the growth in student body in the last 30 years.  The mechanical duct system does not supply an adequate air volume to classrooms to meet standards for proper air exchange, and it is impossible to control temperature in individual rooms.  Additionally, the water boiler is beginning to rust and corrode.  Grant funds will be used to repair and upgrade the boiler and air handling system at the school.

Umo Ho Nation District #16 has an enrollment of 462 students, and serves the Omaha Reservation.  Umo Ho Nation Public School was recently upgraded, however the locker rooms, weight conditioning rooms, and health education classrooms are still located in a basement area with moisture and mold problems, no access for those with disabilities, and one emergency exit.  The air-handling systems, lighting, and technology infrastructure in this area is outdated.  Teachers are reluctant to use this area because of safety concerns.  The district will use grant funds to build an above-ground addition to the school, relocating these facilities to a safe, modern, energy-efficient space.
