S356A100011 – Bering Strait School District
Bering Strait School District (BSSD) and Kawerak, Inc., the Alaska Native regional nonprofit organization for the Bering Strait region, will team up to place Early Childhood Education (ECE) teachers in Head Start classrooms to assist the staff in educating preschool children, to be role models of effective teaching practices, and to give the Head Start staff on-going professional development leading to sustainability.  In addition to professional development, the children are expected to be better prepared for kindergarten through improved verbal abilities, increased vocabulary, more developed fine and gross motor skills, as well as having a solid foundation in basic school skills.   Each year the Promoting Preschool Proficiency project will serve 150 Head Start students in the isolated, rural Alaska villages of in Brevig Mission, Gambell, Koyuk, Shishmaref, and St. Michael.
S356A100012 – Bristol Bay Borough School District
The Bristol Bay Borough School District leads a consortium that includes three regional non-profit, native organizations that will work to improve education outcomes of 185 students.  The project uses multiple intervention strategies including professional development, academic tutoring and support, counseling, career awareness and preparation, and the development and adoption of cultural curriculum and related materials.  The consortium expects to improve academic proficiency at all grade levels by 3 percentage points in each grade and subject per year, increase the number of students meeting academic state standards, decrease the dropout rate by 1precent, increase the number of teachers using culturally relevant curriculum, and improve the quality and frequency of professional development for teachers.
