This letter is intended to inform you that the Annual Performance Report (APR) for program year 2010-2011 is due on April 15, 2011 by 4:30 EDT.  The APR is the mechanism used to evaluate grant activities and base the continuation awards for your program.  

We are pleased to inform you that the Alaska Native Education Program (ANE) is using the U.S. Department of Education’s G5 performance reporting this year.  G5 allows grantees to electronically complete their annual grant performance (the APR using ED Form 5234B), attach related narratives and submit their report via the Internet.  As the system is web-based and does not require a specific operating system, all grantees are expected to submit their APR via the G5 Performance Reports.  You can access G5 using the following web site www.g5.com. When accessing G5 for the first time you will have to register to get an ID and password.  For additional information or questions about the G5 system you may contact the G5 Payee Hotline at 1-888-336-8930 (TTY Telephone: 1-866-697-2696). 

Additionally, ED will require that a signed Annual Grant Performance Report cover page (524B) be faxed to your ED Program Officer, within three days after electronic submission of your report. The fax number is (202) 260-8969.  Program Officers are able to review your annual grant performance report as soon as you submit it through G5, however we cannot process any continuations without the a copy of the signed cover sheet.

You are also required to report on the Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) measure for the ANE program.  Your Program Officer will work with you to ensure accurate and complete data are submitted.  Please visit the program website at http://www2.ed.gov/programs/alaskanative/index.html for a sample ED 524B for that lists the performance measures for your program.

The following chart summarizes the various instances when this information might not be included (or fully included) in your performance report:

	You should…

	Not complete at the time of the performance report due date (but is something you can and are collecting)
	Submit the partial data on the performance report and send in the completed data as soon as they are available

	Not available for your project because you have not been collecting this type of data (but it is something that applies to your program and is something you can collect)
	Begin collecting the data for future performance reports

	Not complete because some, but not all, of the measures apply to the type of project you administer
	Submit the data on the indicators that apply to your project

	Not available because none of the measures applies to the type of project you administer
	Report on your project objectives only
