San Diego Unified School District’s K-2 Model Arts Integration Project will focus on English Language Learners in 15 Title I schools.  In the program, in the first year a teacher will co-teach 27 lessons with a teaching artist – 9 in theater, 9 in dance, and 9 on integrating the arts with language arts. During the second year, a teacher will teach these lessons alone, with support from arts resource teachers.  Professional development workshops will be offered to assist teachers in integrating arts with literacy.

The project will engage students in standards-based instruction in the performing arts for at least one hour per week during the school year.  In addition, it will make use of arts integration strategies to help children build both social-emotional and academic competencies, while also learning about diverse cultural traditions.  A quasi-experimental design will be implemented to gauge differences between a control group and a treatment group participating in the project.
