Nonprofit organization Streetside Stories, in partnership with Local Education Agencies Hayward Unified, West Contra Costa Unified, and San Francisco Unified School Districts, will implement 21st Century Schools, which will foster 21st Century readiness for districts, schools, teachers and students and benefit underserved Latino and African-American students, including many English learners. Its use of high-quality digital tools, training and Common Core standards-based instruction that integrates the arts, English Language Arts and 21st Century skills includes hands on educator training, school-day coaching, and sustainability and dissemination planning and activities.

Expected outcomes include increased student achievement, including narrowing of the achievement gap; increased literacy, visual and media arts, and 21st Century skills; increased teacher capacity to plan and deliver arts integrated instruction; and replicable project components. Evaluation questions focus on these outcomes. 21st Century Schools is an enhancement and expansion of a moderate evidence-based model evaluated in prior US DOE arts education grants and found to positively impact student achievement and teacher preparedness.

Evaluation of 21st Century Schools will provide teachers, schools, districts and policymakers with valuable data about the impact of teacher preparation, integrated learning and assessment that includes arts integration, Common Core ELA standards, and 21st Century skills. The evaluation will use a quasi-experimental design with a matched comparison group of non-participating schools to examine overall impact on student achievement. Participants, both teachers and students, will be eligible for inclusion in the study, including students from four SIG schools, and will be studied using teacher and student surveys, analysis of teacher lessons.
