Dramatic Results (DR), in partnership with Long Beach Unified School District, will build on the success of three previous AEMDD projects (curricula rom 2003 and 2006, professional development from 2010, dissemination to new districts and
states and sustainability with private/public partnerships) by integrating iPad technology to allow students to research and design their art to enhance their learning of traditional hands-on “basket making” and math.

Goals for Making It REAL: Math: (1) increase the integration of standards-based arts education with 4th grade core curricula, primarily math; (2) strengthen standards-based arts instruction; and (3) improve students’ achievement in math and language arts, and skills in creating and responding to the arts, by integrating the arts and a newly-developed digital tool.
