This AEMDD collaboration between Studio in a School Association, Inc. and the New York City Department of Education will directly serve 48 educators and 800 students in grades 4 and 5 attending four Title I NYC elementary schools, all of which include students who are low income and at risk of educational failure and one that is on the Persistently-Lowest Achieving (PLA) list (addressing Competitive Preference Priority 1-Turning Around Persistently Lowest-Achieving Schools). All four AEMDD schools are located in the South Bronx, one of the poorest communities in NYC. 
The project has four inter-related goals: (1)To expand Studio’s capacity to develop, evaluate, and disseminate arts-integrated, standards-based, and technology rich curriculum units designed to meet the academic needs of students in high-poverty, low performing NYC elementary schools; (2) To build the capacity of high-poverty, low-performing elementary schools to implement an arts-integrated, standards-based, and technology-rich program for students in grades 4 and 5; (3) To improve educational outcomes for students in high poverty,low-performing elementary schools, through the design and implementation of an integrated, standards-based, and technology-rich curriculum including authentic and rigorous arts instruction that connects visual arts with skills and concepts central to Common Core Standards; and (4) To share lessons learned about the design, implementation, and assessment of the AEMDD model with the larger education community. 
The project’s robust use of technology for instruction, assessment, professional development, and documentation of student work addresses the second Competitive Preference Priority for the program (Technology).
