ABSTRACT
Urban Arts Partnership’s (UAP) Fresh Ed Project is a model arts integration program designed

to accelerate student achievement in ELA and social studies and strengthen standards-based arts

instruction. Fresh Ed meets Absolute Priority as well as Competitive Preference Priorities 1 and

2. Partnering with NYC DOE District 19, Fresh Ed will employ best practices and up-to-date

research in culturally responsive instruction, academic development and professional

development to improve student achievement. Fresh Ed builds upon UAP’s model program,

Fresh Prep, and UAP’s success in serving Title I school students and teachers as a leading

provider of arts education in New York City since 1992. 
Fresh Ed will significantly contribute to the field through: 1) a replicable curriculum guide; 2) a capacity-building teacher training series;3) an interactive Fresh Ed website and curricular repertoire; 4) a digital application for teachers and students; and 5) key findings by independent evaluator Dr. Rebecca Casciano to be shared in publications, conferences and online forums. The project will be implemented in three treatment middle schools in years one and two, then expand to an additional three middle schools in years three and four reaching a total of 3024 students. District 19 schools will serve as model sites, andFresh Ed will become a culturally responsive model for arts and academic instruction relevant ona city, state and national scale.  

 Fresh Ed will build students’ capacity to meet ELA, Social Studies, and arts standards, showing significant gains in academic performance for 75% of the target student population. Fresh Ed will expand and extend 54 subject teachers’ knowledge and application of music, whereby at the end of each year 75% of teachers will demonstrate increased knowledge and application of arts standards. The model development and dissemination component of Fresh Ed will create and disseminate replicable model curricula andteacher training in 6 schools, which will ultimately lead to large-scale use of the Fresh Ed digitalapplication.
