Building on the unique opera-based work pioneered by the Metropolitan Opera Guild and the music-integration work carried out and studied by the Music Center: Performing Arts Center of Los Angeles County in conjunction with the Music-in-Education National Consortium (MIENC), the Comprehensive Opera-Based Arts Learning and Teaching (COBALT) project will be implemented by the Guild in partnership with New York City Public School District 15. The significance of the projects’ activities will be evident through: a replicable curriculum package, including published materials and DVD-rom supplement; a capacity-building teacher training series and UAP’s own promising practice tool in professional development for differentiated instruction; an interactive, multi-media StoryStudio website for teachers and students; key findings by independent evaluator and arts education research field leader Dr. Robert Horowitz, to be shared in publications, conferences and online forums; and, an ongoing arts education panel series and high profile StoryStudio-related events, including an annual culminating StoryGiants festival. The project will take place in five case study middle school sites in years one and two, then expand to an additional 10 middle and elementary school sites for a total of 15 schools in years three and four of the project.

StoryStudio’s objectives and outcomes, in brief, are as follows. The student achievement component of StoryStudio will build ELL students’ capacity to create and understand standards-based projects in the visual and theater arts, and to read, write, listen and speak in the English language, showing significant gains in academic performance for 80% of the target student population. The professional development component of StoryStudio will expand and extend 65 subject teachers’ knowledge and application of visual and theater arts to enhance their repertoire of instructional strategies, whereby at the end of each year 80% of teachers will demonstrate increased knowledge and application of arts standards. The model development and dissemination component of StoryStudio will create and disseminate replicable model curricula and teacher training in 15 schools, which will ultimately lead to a large scale implementation into ELL classrooms across New York City.

Students will demonstrate mastery of state Visual Art standards.

The Art in Action project is a partnership between ArtsErie, Union City Elementary School, Second District Elementary School, Cambridge Springs Elementary School and Edinboro University of Pennsylvania.  Through Art in Action, ArtsErie and its partner agencies propose to develop, document and evaluate a model that will enhance both the quality of teaching in the classroom as well as student academic achievement and engagement in the learning process by 1.) integrating the arts into existing curriculum, and strengthening in-school art experiences for approximately 900 elementary students living in rural northwestern Pennsylvania, and 2.) strengthening quality relationships between teaching artists and classroom teachers.

Art in Action proposes to engage 900 students annually in arts-infused classroom-based learning through the implementation of an Artist in Residence program in each of the partnering schools.  Pennsylvania Council on the Arts-approved residency artists will be randomly-assigned to up to thirty-six classrooms of students in grades PK-6 each project year.  Residencies will be nine weeks in duration, and designed to infuse arts-based instruction into the broad curriculum in ways that boost student achievement and student engagement in the learning process.

Art in Action proposes to improve lesson planning and develop a more active, engaging style of teaching by using professional development and ongoing art lessons to improve the quality of the relationship between the classroom teacher and the teaching artist. More than 60 elementary education professionals will participate in the following training programs.

· Language, Movement and Music in the Elementary Classroom is a 3-credit graduate course offered through Edinboro University of Pennsylvania.
· Art in Action artist/teacher retreats are 3-hour trainings scheduled for the first and last quarter of every school year of every project year.

· Art in Action “In-Art” trainings are 3-hour sessions instructed by art specialists representing each of the four major art disciplines, music, dance, drama and visual arts.

The program evaluation plan is based on a logic model that recognizes the power of arts-infused instructional methods and artist-teacher teams to improve the effectiveness of classroom instruction as well as student academic achievement and engagement in the learning process.  This evaluation will examine outcomes that are intended to measure the quality of teaching in addition to the impact of instruction on student achievement and student engagement.  Because the data collected will be specific to each residency in each classroom and will include both participating and non-participating classrooms based on the random-assignment methodology, the methods of evaluation to be used will be able to provide periodic assessment by academic quarter on the progress the program is making toward achieving intended outcomes. The evaluation plan will be designed, implemented, and managed by KeyStone Research Corporation of Erie, PA.

The Philadelphia Arts in Education Partnership (PAEP) in partnership with The School District of Philadelphia (SDP) proposes to implement a replicable arts-integrated program that will honor state standards in the arts and improve the mathematics, science, and content area reading skills of grade 2, 3, 4, and 5 student populations in a major urban school district with high poverty and low student achievement levels.  
Designed as a quasi-experimental research project, this four-year program will engage students at four schools in arts-based learning collaborations integrating the arts into the core mathematics and science curricula. Grade-level collaborations will be facilitated by teaching/learning teams comprised of participating classroom teachers, the school visual art specialist, and a master teaching artist in residence for 8 months during the school year. This teaching/learning team will address critical grade-level mathematics, science, and literacy across content area goals defined by the District’s core curriculum, establish an arts-integrated program infrastructure, and develop scope and sequence curricula for classroom implementation. Ongoing professional development and program evaluation will build teacher capacity over time and help insure sustainability of the program model beyond the initial grant period.  

This program will document for dissemination a model for arts-based teaching and learning collaborations integrating the arts into the core mathematics and science curricula and will provide teachers, working under the guidance of the school art specialist and a master teaching artist, with a greater variety of teaching and learning strategies specifically focused on differentiated instructional models to enhance the learning of underachieving students. A scientifically-based research methodology will examine impact of these teaching and learning models on: strengthening students’ arts, mathematics, and science competencies, improving students’ standardized test scores, pro-social behavior, and attitudes toward school; and enhancing teacher pedagogy. The proposed program will be placed in four (4) elementary schools, randomly selected.

The Tennessee Arts Commission’s Arts360° initiative brings teachers full-circle, as learners,

collaborators, facilitators, and reflectors, in order to improve instruction and impact student

achievement by making arts-based and arts integrated learning a critical component of every

child’s educational experience.

To address the STEM learning gap in early education, Wolf Trap Institute for Early Learning Through the Arts will develop, research, and disseminate age-appropriate content, skills, and processes that are common to STEM learning and the performing arts-based learning approaches that Wolf Trap has developed over 30 years of working with public schools and Head Start centers.  The active learning inherent in arts-based classroom activities make the arts an especially effective teaching strategy for early childhood educators.  
Over the three-year implementation period, the STEM/STEAM project will serve approximately 40 teachers and 1,440 pre-K and Kindergarten students in 20 Title I schools in Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS), Virginia, providing 23,000 student contact hours of arts programming.  Wolf Trap Teaching Artists will coach teachers in creating a rich learning environment in their classrooms through four residency periods over the course of two school years.  Teachers will be actively engaged in developing and implementing new strategies and content that correlate fundamentals of dance, drama, and music with math/science learning outcomes in areas such as geometry/spatial relations, number/operations, pattern, measurement, and math reasoning.

Teachers will have learning experiences both in their classrooms and in professional development settings with Teaching Artists, and they will be supported to become increasingly independent users of arts-based learning strategies.  Professional development will include two week-long institutes, which will establish a learning community with Teaching Artists and FCPS teachers; coaching sessions and other workshops over two academic years; and additional opportunities for teachers to lead peer training and parental involvement training.

Connecting performing arts learning objectives with math/science learning objectives will establish a common language that will allow early childhood educators to integrate arts-based teaching strategies into pre-K and Kindergarten classrooms and curriculum.  STEM + the Arts = STEAM, and STEAM has the power to drive early childhood education.

Arts Impact Dissemination and Expansion (AIDE) will build capacity and systematically increase and strengthen arts education across Washington State.  The AIDE project will: raise student achievement in math and reading; expand and replicate the innovative, cohesive Arts Impact model in three regions of Washington state; strengthen K-5 standards-based arts education; improve student academic performance associated with the arts, including the achievement of rural students and those in groups traditionally identified as low performing and; develop disseminate grant products and results.
Project goals are to:  (1) Integrate standards-based arts education into the core elementary curriculum in diverse geographical regions statewide including a large city, remote town, and rural regions. 2) Strengthen standards-based arts instruction in the elementary grades across the state by providing intense and sustained professional development in the arts.
