Project Title: Seat expansion of two existing schools and replication to three new schools serving Pk – 12 educationally disadvantaged students in the highly under-served New Orleans East community.

Total Recommended Award Amount: $5,000,000.00

The Einstein Group, Inc., (EGI) a 501(c)(3) CMO located in New Orleans, LA, applies for 5-year funding of $5,476,656 to open three new schools and significantly increase available seats at two current sites, increasing overall seat count from 1,000 to 3,075 by Year 5. EGI’s combined student body is over 85% low-income, (Absolute Priority 2), 99% minority, 35% LEP and 9% students with disabilities (Competitive Preference Priority 2). EGI’s outstanding and unparalleled record of success in raising

student achievement (Absolute Priority 1) includes the distinction of the first CMO in LA to turnaround a formerly failing school by raising its LA Department Education School Performance Scored from an “F” to a “B” in one school year. All EGI schools are reopened failed schools (Competitive Preference Priority 1) and enact local LEA and SEA plans to improve student performance. EGI has not applied for CSP funds in the past (Competitive Preference Priority 3). During the grant period, EGI will conduct a rigorous quasi-experimental evaluation of an innovative and intensive PBIS intervention strategy anchored by a school psychologist to improve student outcomes for tier 3 students (Invitational Priority). Grant funds will be used to increase 1) the number of high-quality US charter schools (GPRA 1) and 2) the percentage of students achieving proficiency on annual Louisiana-mandated Grade 4 and Grade 8 math and English/Language Arts assessments (GPRA 2). For assessment, EGI will contract an outside Evaluator to measure Outcomes and Processes against GPRA Measures and the Invitation Priority. EGI’s Project Management Plan will implement current effective operating, financial, instructional and professional development models, a series of processes, procedures and protocols that has produced an unblemished record of financial management and compliance with all laws and regulations, to implement this proposal.
