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Abstract
Project Title: New Mexico Charter Schools Program (NMCSP) 
New Mexico requests a grant of $30,290,000 for a five-year period, from 2015–2020 to achieve the purposes of the Charter Schools Program by increasing student achievement and the number of high-quality charter schools in the state. 

NMCSP performance targets include the creation of at least 20 new charter schools state-wide that meet, or are on track to meet, the definition of a high-quality charter school by the end of a five year project plan. To achieve this goal, the NMCSP proposes providing funding for 24 planning grants, 33 first year implementation, and 28 second year implementation grants. In addition, the NMCSP proposes funding 13 dissemination grants to support high-performing operators already demonstrating success with New Mexico’s students in sharing and helping to increase the implementation of their best practices in public schools throughout the state. 

The NMCSP Sub-Grant Award Process will include a competitive grant application process that awards subgrants only to eligible applicants demonstrating the capacity to create high-quality charter schools. Priority points and funding will be available for applicants committed to operating schools located in communities with persistently low-performing public schools, and/or serving and educationally disadvantaged a target population. Priority funding will be available for elementary schools, and schools serving 500 or more students.
