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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q.  What should an applicant addressing Priority 6 – Promoting Diversity include in its application? 
 A.  An applicant addressing Priority 6 -- Promoting Diversity is invited to discuss how the proposed design of its subgrant competition will encourage approaches by charter schools that help to bring students of different backgrounds together, including students from different racial and ethnic backgrounds, to attain the benefits that flow from a diverse student body.  An applicant proposing to hold a subgrant competition giving competitive preference for charter schools to promote racial and ethnic diversity should discuss in its application how it would evaluate the approaches to promoting diversity presented in the subgrant applications, to ensure that those approaches are permissible under current law.

 

Q.  May one governing board oversee multiple charter schools?

A.  One governing board may oversee multiple charter schools, provided that the board exercises appropriate oversight and monitoring of each school.  
 
 Q. May CSP funds be expended on construction?

A.  No, CSP funds may not be used for construction.  CSP funds may be used for necessary maintenance, repair, or upkeep of buildings and equipment that neither add to the permanent value of the property nor appreciably prolong its intended life, but merely keep it in an efficient operating condition.   

  
Q.  Is the 5% limitation on administrative costs calculated each year or over the course of the grant?
 A.  The 5% limitation is calculated over the course of the grant.
