1. The Vision

The Flowing Wells Public Schools—in partnership with the National Community Education
Association (NCEA), is committed to fulfilling the following guiding principles for community
schools set forth by the National Community Education Association:

1. Leadership Development—The training of local leaders in such skills as problem solving,
decision-making, and group process is essential for ongoing self-help and community
improvement efforts.

2. Determining Needs and Resources—People are best served when their capacity to help
themselves is encouraged and developed. People also have a right and a responsibility to be
involved in determining community needs and identifying community resources that can be
used to address those needs.

3. Responding to Needs—TFull use of the physical, financial, and human resources of every
community must be coordinated if the diverse needs and interests of the community are to
be met effectively and without duplication.
